To: Superintendent Mr. B. Kelly & Executive Team (June 22nd Presidents meeting report)

The Lifers’ are blessed and thankful for the opportunities afforded us by our administration.

By taking advantage of those opportunities we have been able to grow and give back both inside and out.

 My last report was back in February, since then with the funds generated through Punch cards  and, primarily due to our BBQ’s the Lifers’ have donated:

1. American Legion $600.00 to Support Youth Baseball

2. Camp Agape $1500.00 to support this years Camp

3. Working through Seventh Step we have offered $1500.00 in scholarship to 6 club members taking the ISSA Sports Trainer Class

4. We have committed to help the Athletic club finish the golf course at a estimated ($4,090.52) so far

5. We’ve hosted BBQ’s for several of the cultural groups adding that diversity to our menu.

6. 40”Television for SMH Building $189.99

7. TV Room $1275.00 for 3Pvi Compact RF series Modulator to up grade Channels 55,57,and 58 to HD. We are also looking into signal boosters 

8. F-Building $318.00 Donation for Hygiene for AIC who came from CCCF without anything, will try to stay on top of that

9. 40” Television for Recreation Yard building  $189.99 (To replace one that is going out), with & step are also requesting to purchase one for the Wight pile (we need the Administration/ physical plant to provide and install a box for outdoor use)  

10. 84” Television for A-Block $1,700.00(to replace the current one that has gone out) current policy changes have put a hick-up in payment though the funds are set aside      we’ve also recently have learned of A-3 needs for a new TV     

11. Our part in the Community Appreciation Day Donation $900.00(for a bottle of Soda for whole population)

12. 40 cup coffee pot donated to yard. About $60

13.  A Microwave for Activities floor $500.00 (replace broken one)

14. American Legion $600.00 to Support their Boy Scout troop

15. Physical plant Employee appreciation BBQ $ (in thanks for & recognition for their recent enlarged work load) we offered them each a free burger

16. Continual donation of Hygiene supplies for Infirmary and SMH

17. Our Annual Backpack Program has grown so this year we have spent over $8999.00 that is for a 1000 backpacks with school supplies 400 of which to go to Camp Agape Leaving 600 for the kids that come through our visiting or other programs like family first and to assist DHS

18. Working with the Latino club we were able to donate  $500 to a orphanage they sponsor

19. We are also starting some of our programs back up like seniors day and our Insight group $300 each

20. We have also worked with BHS peer companions to help special needs AIC get more involved with the community & fundraising efforts recently purchasing a snow cone machine (an investment of $350.00) so they can come out and assist with the BBQ’s as active team members

21. We were able to purchase a 2nd passport speaker system for the floor (1,200.00) this stemmed from us needing 2 one weekend but it’s available to all groups to cheek out through music department

22. After hearing from the former Uhuru president, we are currently working to get some Information over to O.S.C.I to assist their programs department.  Loved to get some info out east though

23. In this time we have also spent better then $8,000 on the visiting room coffee station which is in our warehouse cage here

24. Still hosting the ICH BBQ, which will be on the July 7th, don’t have finale cost yet. Guessing about $550

25. We just donated 1,000.00 to Street Roots to help feed homeless and are hosting a Fourth of July fundraising event for them

That’s about $21,000 spent inside OSP and $13,000 or so spent in the outside communities.  Our continued blessings come after the breakdown of one of the kitchens ovens affecting our monthly bake sale in where the funds are used to raise monies for our annual holiday bags, the assistance of our Staff Advisor allowed us to switch to tub candy and stay on track finically in order keep making that project happen.  We have also started working with the Food Service Management to contribute to next years Super Bowl sack lunch utilizing the existing fundraising avenue.  We thank our Assistant Superintendent Mr. Wilson for managing to find ways for us to keep operating during trying times and changing guidelines.  It is our goal to continue taking advantage of our opportunities to improve the life equality of others.  We were recently denied full time employees to work the BBQ since it is a fundraiser, however, it is a fundraiser for the institution so I’ll be asking for reconsideration.  We are again assisting with the Union Supply packages along with the other OSP Club Presidents who have all agreed to help.

I may be missing some of our contributions, however, I’ll address those in my next report.
