SRCI PHYSICAL PLANT HAS AN OPENING FOR A FULL-TIME GARDEN TECH = - —
In order to apply, all of the following criteria must be met (no exceptions):

e Clear conduct for 1 1/2 years (No Major DR or Program Failures)
¢ Must already be housed in Complex 1-A, 1-B, or 1-C

e Classification 3 or less

¢ No history of escape, or arson

¢ 10 years or less remaining on sentence

Responsible for planting and maintaining Physical Plant gardens; coordination of the irriga-
tion system, and systematic watering of plant life. Also performs the duties of plant care,
equipment area maintenance/checks, and other duties as assigned. You must have a general
knowledge of all various hand tools, work well with others and take direction, able to com-
plete assigned tasks, and able to troubleshoot problems.

If you are interested in this program and meet all of the above requirements, send a com-
pleted Physical Plant Work Assignment Application; along with an Inmate Communication
expressing your interest to Physical Plant (B344). The applications will be screened by mem-
bers of the Physical Plant staff. Qualified applicants will need to pass a security screening
before being contacted for an interview. Applications must be received by June 13, 2022.

As many of you know, Oregon DOC is tightening up on the amount of property you are allowed to have in your cell to match

both the AIC handbook and the AIC property rule that have been in place for many years. An abundance of property violated

the fire code, and we are being directed by the Oregon State Fire Marshall to come into compliance with the rule no later than

July 1, 2022. Please work with staff over the next month to reduce your property and come into compliance. If you are in

need of an AIC handbook, please reach out to your Complex Sergeants and Lieutenants. | know this is not an ideal situation for

many of you, but it is vital we follow the Fire Marshall’s directive.
