safety guidelines. You must have knowledge in the safe use of cleaning agents. Duties include: wash/sanitize toilets & sinks, restock
disposables (paper towels, toilet paper, cups, soap, etc), clean mirrors/windows, ensure spaces are prepared for the next day by
taking out trash, and other applicable custodial duties.
